Motions

Motion regarding conduct in JCR meetings. 

Question from James Lake: not the point whether we pass or fail, whole point is that the meetings are minuted and discussion is raised.  Apologies, one of the apologies wasn’t appropriate – didn’t seem like an apology to me, can I complain about an apology?  

We do have a discipline procedure and you can make a complaint about an individual if you want.  

Dan Orton: Who decides what counts as offensive behaviour?

It is already in the constitution that the chair can ask someone to stop if they’re being offensive.  It’s just a more collective approach to try and keep everyone happy and stop controversy.

James Lake: where will the guidelines be?

Edmund would read them out at the freshers meeting, and they would be on the website.  

Jess Orr: A lot of people were sitting there wondering if they could say something despite not really approving of it.  Is this motion just to make people feel able to say what they want?

Sorcha: would they only be read out at the freshers meeting or at every meeting?  

Edmund would read them out at the start of meetings that were useful.

Point made from the floor that repeating the guidelines might underline the idea of negative behaviour as an expectation.  

Dan Gilbert: Mandate the JCR chair to read the document at the start of hustings for freshers rep and open day rep and at the freshers meeting. – as an amendment.

Alastair: Would it be possible to have it as something that could be referenced by anyone as being able to stick their hand up and say I don’t think this is appropriate? 

Warby: if we were to stop the proceedings at any point would that not impede free speech?

Charlotte: We can stop someone and remind the huster of their responsibility to follow the guidelines, but not stop them.  

Would we force apologies?

Warby: POI we did not ask for apologies they were freely offered.

Edmund: can we take it on a general aye as there is no formal opposition?

NUS affiliation – 

Sorcha:  what benefit would it be to us?

JB: legal advice, nussel, but this is not a motion of reaffiliation, just a motion to discuss it.

Edmund Woodfield: does this show a lack of respect for the other colleges and the DSU as a whole?

JB: I really feel that as the JCR has shown that it might want to remain affiliated, I feel it is my duty as the president to look into it.  I don’t want this to be a slag off of the DSU, I’m remaining impartial – I just feel I need to find out.

Jess Orr: we are independent, being affiliated to NUS might be beneficial, so we shouldn’t rely on other colleges 

Steph: We will be helping the other colleges because NUS will really be aware that our experience is crucial to getting durham back – info on governance will be really importance.

Alastair: would this require us to disaffiliate from the DSU?

JB: no.

Edmund Woodfield made formal opposition.  This is us distancing ourselves from the rest of the DSU by having a referendum on it. 

JB: yes, this could be annoying to other colleges, but I do think that we should do it anyway.

Steph: really quick POI.  DSU is not allowed to treat any college differently, it wouldn’t be able to bully us.  

Steph VS: even if they can’t legally, reputation of johns could change.

Sam: Will affect our relationship with DSU.  

JB: amendments get rid of ‘according to DSU president’ and add to resolves ‘in the event of the DSU’s reaffiliation a motion to hold another referendum regarding the jjcrs affiliation will be proposed by the constitution and seconded by the standing orders;

Vote: 25 in favour, 3 against, 3 abstentions.

Motion for spending for Johns day 2010
